These inherent risks include, but are not limited to, the dangers of serious personal injury, property damage, and death 
(“Injuries and Damages”) from exposure to the hazards of travel and the Mid-Florida Jeep Club has not tried to contradict or minimize 
mu understanding of these risks.  I know that Injuries and Damages can occur by natural causes or activities of other persons, animals, 
members, leaders, and assistants or third parties, either as a result of negligence or because of other reasons.  I understand that risks 
of such Injuries and Damages are involved in club activity especially adventure travel and I appreciate that I may have to exercise extra 
care for my own person and for others around me in the face of such hazards.  I further understand that on club activities there may not 
be rescue or medical facilities or expertise necessary to deal with the Injuries and Damages to which I may be exposed. 
 
In consideration for my acceptance as an activity participant, and the services and amenities to be provided by the Mid-Florida Jeep

1. Follow Florida Driving and Traffic Laws. 
2. Always remain on designated trails. 
3. Make sure the Jeep behind you is always in sight and wait at intersections until the person behind reaches the intersection. 
4. “Only take pictures and only leave footprints.”

1. Tow points front and rear 
2. Full tank of gas 
3. First Aid Kit 
4. Fire Extinguisher

1. Recovery straps with looped ends 
2. CB Radio 
3. Basic set of tools 
4. Spare Tire
